Happy Solemnity of Pentecost to you! Today is the conclusion of the Easter Season and also the birthday of
the Holy Catholic Church. In a sense, today is our Mother’s birthday!....our Mother Church. The word Pentecost
comes from the Greek word, pentecoste, meaning, fifty, because of the fifty days in between Jesus’ resurrection
and the sending forth of the Holy Spirit upon the Apostles to preach the Gospel to all nations and forgive sins.

At the Pentecost Jesus breathed on the disciples the very breath of divine life in the Holy Spirit. They then went out and
proclaimed and did the mighty works of God.
